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REDEEMER COMMUNITY GARDEN RULES - 2010 

 

1. I will pay a nonrefundable, annual fee of $25 to help cover Garden expenses.                

Due with Application  (Checks can be written out to Redeemer Lutheran Church). 

 

2. If I must abandon my plot for any reason I will notify the Garden Coordinator.  

 

3. The garden will be accessible only during daylight hours. 

 

4. I will participate in Garden Meetings and seasonal clean-up.  I will volunteer 8 hours of 

time towards garden projects this year.  Notices of meeting and clean-up dates will be 

sent. 

 

5. I will supervise any children I bring with me to the garden.   Children under the age of 12 

must be accompanied by an adult. 

 

6. No pets are allowed in the garden.  

 

7. Smoking and alcohol are not allowed on garden or church property. 

 

8. I understand that I must provide my own seeds, gardening tools and equipment.   

(Please mark your tools.) 

 

9. I will only use organic or natural fertilizers, insecticides or weed repellents.  

 

10. I will plant tall crops only where they will not shade a neighbor’s plot.  

 

11. I will keep trash and litter out of the garden as well as from adjacent pathways and 

fences or structures.  Trash disposal is NOT provided;  I will remove it from the church 

property.  

 

12. I will keep weeds at a minimum and maintain the areas immediately surrounding my 

plot.   
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13. I will use the compost bins only for garden debris from this Community Garden.  Any 

other use must be pre-approved by the Garden Coordinator.  

 

14. If my plot becomes unkempt in the eyes of the Garden Committee or other members, I 

understand I will be given one week’s notice to clean it up.  At that point, it will be re-

assigned or tilled in.  

 

15. I will not enter anyone else’s garden plot without permission.  

 

16. I will pick only my own crops unless given permission by another lot user.  I will not take 

anything from the garden that is not rightfully mine.  

 

17. I will conserve water.  Watering will take place only when I am present.  

 

18. I will make certain that my garden plot is harvested and cleaned up by Nov. 1.  

 

I understand that neither the Community Garden Committee nor Redeemer Lutheran Church 

are responsible for my actions.  I therefore agree to hold harmless Redeemer Lutheran Church 

or the Community Garden Members for any liability, damage, loss or claim that occurs in 

connection with use of the garden by me or any of my guests. 

I HAVE READ AND AGREE TO THE ATTACHED GARDEN RULES.  I UNDERSTAND THE USE OF THE
